REQUESTS FOR GRAND MASTER, CEREMONIAL TEAM AND/OR ‘ OPEN’ 
INVESTITURES ETC. 
(For the information of all Lodge Secretaries) 
 
A number of Lodges are presently forwarding late requests for the Grand Master, the Grand Lodge 
Ceremonial Team to conduct Installations etc., and/or approval for ‘Open’ Investitures. 
 
All Lodges are reminded that should you wish to have the Investiture of Officers or a Demonstration of 
the Consecration Ceremony conducted in the presence of Ladies and male non-freemasons, 
applications should be submitted to the Office of the Grand Secretary at least four months prior to the 
event. This is necessary to allow sufficient time for approvals to be granted and the proper planning of 
such an event. 
 
Requests for the Grand Master and the Grand Lodge Ceremonial Team to conduct the Ceremony of 
Installation and/or a Demonstration of the Consecration of the Lodge should be submitted at least 
three months before the date of the event. 
 
Lodges are further reminded that there is one current Grand Lodge Ceremonial Team only and that all 
invitations should be worded so as to invite the Grand Master or his representative and the Grand 
Lodge Ceremonial Team. The allocation of members of the team to conduct the Ceremony will be 
based on the location of the event, other activities on the same date and the availability of team 
members. If a particular Grand Lodge Installing Master is required by the Lodge, a request for the 
particular Officer should be contained in the letter.

MOTIONS PASSED BY GRAND LODGE AT THE QUARTERLY COMM UNICATION HELD 
ON 21 MARCH 2009 
(For the information of all Brethren) 
 
Amend the Second Schedule  by deleting the words “being a free man and of the full age of eighteen 
years, do..” and substituting therefore the following:“state, that I am a free man and will be of the full 
age of eighteen years prior to my initiation. I..” 
 
Amend Rule 162  by: 
1)  deleting “immediately” where it appears and inserting the words: 

“following his completion of the Third Degree education module approved by the Grand 
Superintendent of Education, and”; 

2)  inserting a full stop after the words “Grand Lodge”; 
3)  deleting the words “for which certificate” and  amending the word “the” by substituting “T” for 

“t”; and 
4)  inserting after the words “the fee” the word: “for such certificate.”. 
 
Amend Rule 165  by: 
 
1)  inserting after the words “higher degree” where they first appear the words: 

“and completed an educational module approved by the Grand Superintendent of Education 
in respect of that degree”; and 
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2)  inserting the following sentence at the end of the Rule: 
“Following his raising to the Third Degree he shall again be required to complete the relevant 
educational module prior to obtaining his Master Mason’s certificate.” 

 
By inserting a new Rule 98A  in the following form: 
 

“98A A Lodge may have its warrant amended to become a Fellowship Lodge on the 
following conditions: 

 
a)  that the application for a Fellowship Warrant has first been approved by the Board of 

General Purposes upon recommendation of the Membership Management 
Committee; 

 
b)  that no Fellowship Lodge shall initiate, pass or raise any candidate without assistance 

from a Warranted Lodge, or a team approved by the Grand Secretary; and 
 
c)  that a Fellowship Warrant be designated by the term “Fellowship” appearing in the 

name of the Lodge; 
 
but in all other respects a Fellowship Lodge shall be subject to the same requirements of 
other Lodges. A Fellowship Lodge may at any time apply to the Grand Master for the 
reinstatement of its fully warranted status.” 

 
INSURANCE AND RISK MANAGEMENT 
(For the information of all Brethren) 
 
Group Personal Accident –& Sickness Policy  
Voluntary Workers Coverage –FURTHER EXPLANATION 
 
AGE LIMIT EXTENSION 
 
It is hereby noted and agreed that the maximum age limit under this Policy is extended to eighty five 
(85) years of age. Notwithstanding anything contained in the Policy to the contrary the following 
conditions shall apply to this endorsement:  
 
- There is no cover under this Policy with respect to any Insured Person who is aged eighty 
five (85) years or more and all cover with respect to an Insured Person shall cease upon their 
attaining that age. This will not prejudice any ent itlement to claim benefits which has arisen 
before an Insured Person has attained the age of ei ghty five (85) years.  
 
- The maximum amount payable under Event 1 – Accide ntal Death with respect to any Insured 
Person (s) aged between seventy-five (75) and eight y five (85) years of age that has no 
dependents is $30,000, or if any Insured Person (s)  does have dependents, the maximum 
payable will be $60,000.  
 
- There is no cover  under this Policy for Event 2 - Permanent Total Disablement  with respect to any 
Insured Person aged between seventy-five (75) and eighty five (85) years of age.
